Veranstalter waren die British Academy und die ALLEA (Association of all European Academies) Interest Group SSH. ALLEA hat in den letzten beiden
Jahren gemeinsam mit dem Netzwerk der SSH-NCPs NET4SOCIETY intensiv daran gearbeitet, die Rolle von Sozial- und Geisteswissenschaften im nächsten
Rahmenprogramm zu stärken. Die ausgearbeiteten Positionen sind in einem weiterhin zur Unterzeichnung zugänglichen offenen Brief (mit bereits mehr als
20.000 Unterschriften) festgehalten (siehe http://www.eash.eu/openletter2011/).

In ihrer Rede präsentierte die Kommissarin ihre Vorstellungen zur Zukunft der SSH im kommenden Rahmenprogramm Horizon 2020, das Anfang Dezember
in erster Fassung veröffentlicht werden wird.

Technology Enhanced Learning is facing the challenge of ever faster technological change combined with evolving expectations about what form education should take in
the future. As a result innovators, researchers, policies and practitioners need to keep track of emerging signs of change in order to anticipate upcoming trends and
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opportunities. However, it is not a trivial task to recognise the first weak signals of what will become major changes. We identify potential filters that may lead to early
warning signs being missed.

When it comes to driving new policies and processes, not only is it important to bring a comprehensive set of stakeholders to the table, but also to guide communication
between all stakeholders in productive ways. A typical mechanism to structure the communication Delphi-based debates.
